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News from the Anglican Centre - January/February 2012

Greetings everyone,
Welcome to a new year of ministry opportunities.

It's the last day of January and I find it rather scary that I'm really only just starting back into
work again after leading the Bible Studies at New Wine in Waikanae.

Once again, despite the five sessions I had responsibility for, (which included an evening in the
youth programme) Hilary and I found this conference a refreshing experience. To be with
1000 people all with a common desire to learn together and worship together is very inspiring
and provides a foundation upon which God can extend our own vision of what he wants to do
in and through our ministry: which is why I am so passionate about our Resurgence Festival.
In many respects it's a mini ‘New Wine’ conference - a chance for lay and clergy to come
together and be inspired through the teaching, workshops and worship. I still hope that we
might pack the venue out - although registrations are very slow.

This is looking like a busy year.

After Resurgence my focus will shift northwards as I prepare to chair the electoral synod of the
Diocese of Wellington on the 23™ - 25 March. Then a couple of weeks after Easter, we have
our ‘Clergy Conference’ at Lake Rotoiti with Bishop Peter Brain.

Our Diocesan Synod is in June - early this year because I will be away on Sabbatical for three
months from late July to October. But before I head away on this Sabbatical we have the
biennial meeting of General Synod which looks like it might be a very challenging gathering
with some very controversial issues likely to be on the agenda. It is probably a good thing
that we are having our Synod prior to General Synod so that some sort of Diocesan guidance
might be given to our delegates.

On the way home from New Wine, Hilary and I called in to spend some time with Justin
Duckworth from ‘Urban Vision’ - a semi-monastic missional order that comes under the
covering of the Bishop of Wellington.
Those who commit themselves to the order take three vows - to:

e deepen my intimacy with Christ Jesus, my Lord and Saviour

e journey with my Urban Vision community in increasing wholeness and integrity

e reveal God’s loving justice in this world, and especially amongst the poor and

marginalised in my neighbourhood.

Hilary and I came away profoundly challenged and encouraged.

The book ‘Against the tide, toward the Kingdom’ by Jenny and Justin Duckworth is an
important read. Or check out their website. ‘www.urbanvision.org.nz’ (There’s also a large
article on ‘Urban Vision’ in the Advent 2011 issue of Taonga.)

It certainly gave us food for thought as we continue to build ‘the missional order of St Paul’
here in this Diocese — more information in the next Ad Clerum and at the Clergy Conference.

Bishop’s Advisor for the Care of Older People

A very Happy New Year to you. Here at the Anglican Centre my little office is next door to
Luke Shaw our Youth Coordinator and on the other side our Social Services Enabler Gerrie
Cresswell and Susie Schruer who ministers with children and families. I think this is a great
model of ministry wholeness, serving all our members from the youngest to the oldest because
we are all children of the same heavenly Father. I know I can speak for Luke, Gerrie and Susie
who, like me, look forward to being able to serve you and your people in 2012.

Recent events have demonstrated just how vulnerable we are. Flooding in Nelson and Tasman
and Golden Bay, the continuing stress from earthquakes and aftershocks in Christchurch, the
deepening recession which affects the poorest in society most of all and a seemingly increasing
belligerence in some areas of the world. And yet, if Christmas taught us anything, it was that
Jesus was born to share our vulnerability in order to lead us to victory and safety. When
people are physically vulnerable their spiritual core is often challenged and so our ministry
must be to the whole person, body, mind and spirit.

ELDER ABUSE

In the Nelson Mail recently there was coverage of an insidious case of elder abuse. It involved
a woman who gained access to an older person’s bank cards and stole almost $29,000 from
her. This wasn’t the only time this woman had done such a scandalous thing. One Nelson Mail
headline ran ‘Man stands by ‘lovely’ fraudster. Sickening.

I am writing this to ask all those involved in the pastoral care of older people to be on the
lookout for any form of elder abuse be it financial, emotional, sexual or indeed spiritual. As
pastors we are commissioned to protect the weak and vulnerable as Christ cared for his loved
ones.

If you have any evidence of abuse you can get advice from Age Concern in Richmond (03 546
7682) who will put you in touch with their case worker for this growing area of concern.
Recently I attended the Age Concern Board meeting here in Nelson, and the Manager informed
us that just that morning 5 calls had been received from worried older people. Such abuse is
an evil which as Christians we must resist at every opportunity.

May God bless you richly in 2012 as you seek to serve people of all ages in your parish or
ministry unit.
