Youth in the 1950s:
A Personal Memotr

Beverley Payne

The following is my own personal account of what it was like to be a teenager in the Nelson Diocese
in the 1950s. As teenagers in the years immediately following the Second World War, some of us
had parents and family who had served overseas. It was a time when money was scarce and we had
to make the most of what we had. Import restrictions meant that new cars and imported luxury items
did not exist. Bicycles — usually without gears — were all the rage as they were our main mode of
transport.

We had to make our own entertainment. While we went to pictures and dances, the Bishop’s
wife frowned upon dancing and we were not allowed to do this in our youth groups, Swimming
in the Maitai River at Denne’s, Black or Gitlies swimming holes were great Sunday afternoon
entertainment. Tahuna Beach was another favourite place to gather,

I was a member of All Saints Church and was nurtured within that environment in my teenage years.
We were a bunch of young people looking for structure and direction in our lives after the terrible
war the world had been through. There was fun and fellowship within our local youth groups and the
other groups throughout the Diocese. I believe we were in a time of Revival. I did not recognise this
at the time, as we perceived what was going on as normal, but in hindsight I realise Revival happened
at that time in different places throughout New Zealand. Churches seemed to be overflowing; our
Sunday Schools were full of young people, there were train trips to Snowdon’s Bush, Sunday School
anniversaties at the School of Music, and as teens we were given the opportunity by older Sunday
School teachers to assist in Sunday School. Our Bible Classes were overflowing with teenagers and
many youth activities happened in our local groups as well as throughout the Diocese.
